Maths 

In maths, the children will continue to develop 
their understanding of multiplication and division. 

We will learn how to use our times tables and 
knowledge of place value to multiply multiples of 
10, leading to the multiplication and division of 2-

digit numbers using formal written methods. 
Following this, the children will look at pictograms 

and graphs.
